ABSTRACT:

The tourist and recreation services in Russia in recent decades has been characterized by a negative
balance in net exports of tourist flows. The COVID-19 pandemic and related restrictions on movement and
closed borders have had a positive impact on domestic tourism in Russia and for the first time in many
years caused a significant increase in domestic tourist flows and at the same time a significant reduction
in outbound ones. The article is devoted to the study of trends in the recovery of domestic tourist flows
in Russia observed in the first half of 2021. The authors substantiate that the phenomenon of excess
of domestic tourist flows over outbound in Russia in 2020 cannot be called sustainable and long-term.
The article presents the forecast of domestic and outbound tourist flows in 2021 for pessimistic and
optimistic scenarios. According to the presented forecasts, the trend of exceeding the domestic tourist
flows over the incoming ones will continue only in the case of a pessimistic scenario, assuming minor
changes or deterioration of the situation associated with the spread of COVID-19.
